COMMUNITY FRIDGE

CLARESHARE FRIDGE

A barrier free fridge, freezer and pantry space filled
with fresh, frozen or non-perishable foods and
household items.

FRIDGE & FREEZER

Water, juice, fresh/frozen fruits
and vegetables, frozen ready-made
meals, etc.

PANTRY

Canned soups, pasta, peanut
butter, coffee/tea, hygiene items,
baby supplies,



Local food bank is only open 1 day
per month. This limits community
members access to food.

Visitors do not need to "prove” that
they are food insecure, no private
information required.

WHY A COMMUNITY

Visitors can take as much or as
little as they need. Allows for
independence and non-judgement.

Local businesses can stock the
fridge/pantry with fresh leftover foods.
